Q. HOW DO I GO ABOUT RESERVING MY WEEK?

A. In order to reserve your unit and week you must send in a reservation form requesting a
first and second choice of dates within the season of time you purchased.

Q. HOW DO I SPACEBANK MY WEEK WITH RCI?

A. You must first send in your reservation form requesting a week to spacebank. We will then
send you a written confirmation, comfirming your week and unit number. The bottom portion
of our confirmation must be sent in to RCI alony with your Spacebank Card.

Q. HOW FAR IN ADVANCE CAN I MAKE A RESERVATION?

A. We are now accepting reservation forms 1 year in advance.

Q. WHAT IS THE LEAST AMOUNT OF TIME I CAN REQUEST MY WEEK?

A. We request 60 days. However upon availability we will accept a reservation 1 week in ad-
vance. Remember, at the last minute you may not be able to make a reservation-due to no
space available and loose out on your week for the year! ?

Q. HOW CAN I ACRUE MY WEEK? 4

A. The only way you can acrue your week is to spacebank your week with RCI. If they are able
to use the week you can acrue it for-the following year.

SALES

Once again Joe and Lila Carrabus will be returning to the Tahoe Sands in June to sell our re-
maining unsold time share units. Currently we ame completely sold out of the Spring season
and have only a couple of deluxe studio and one Hedroﬁ& units available during Winter. The
majority of our 350 weeks lie in the summer seaon with some availability in Fall as well. As
of this time RCI has reevaluated the Fall season of all of Lake Tahoe and has upgraded the
dates prior to October 1 as RED PRIME weeks. Thusly, for those of you who plan to spacebank
the first couple weeks of Fall can request red time zones for vacationing. This will go into
effect immediately. However, for those of you who spacebanked prior to this notification will
unfortunately still be assigned white weeks.

RESERVING YOUR WEEK

The reservation system at our resort is based on "floating time', which means that our members
own a specific season but have the flexibility within their season to vary their vacation week
from year to year. In order to reserve your week you must first send in a completed reserva-
tion form requesting a specific week to occupy, spacebank or lend/rent. Reservation forms are
processed daily on a first come first serve basis. REMEMBER YOU CAN ONLY RESERVE A WEEK IN THE
SEASON YOU PURCHASED. RCI uses color codes for their weeks we go by seasons. Upon receipt
confirmations are sent out stating which week and unit type has been reserved for your use.

At the time your receive our confirmation you should double check to make sure that the infor-
mation you received is correct, and note your arrival day for those of you who plan to occupy
the unit. We have three arrival days, Friday, Saturday and Sunday. For those of you who plan
to spacebank your week with RCI, you MUST indicate on your reservation form. You will then re-
ceive a confirmation from us to send into RCI along with your spacebank card. If our confirma-
tion is not attached they will not accept your spacebank! In order to fully utilize RCI's pro-
gram one should spacebank as far in advance as possible. They will accept your spacebank and
request 1 YEAR in advance. In fact if you give RCI your unit 365 days in advance they will put
it in their computer and have 344 days in which to find someone to use the unit. Once your unit
has been taken by another RCI member your request will then have a higher priority to be ful-
filled. You should especially spacebank 1 year in advance if you wish to go to one of the more
popular areas such as Hawaii, Mexico, the Caribbean or overseas. As of this time we have over
1400 individually owned weeks. Thusly, we do not have the flexibility as in the past and all
available unit weeks are being utilized.

RESORT CONDOMINIUMS INTERNATIONAL

Effective October 1, 1984 Resort Condominiums International, Inc. (RCI) and Vacation Horizons
International, Inc. (VHI) will merge. The two companies will operate under the name of Resort
Condominiums International, Inc. (RCI). With the merger you will now be able to choose from
more than 900 resort locations in 36 countries. The "new" RCI is more than twice as large as
any exchange company in the world.

June 1984 RCI presented to the Tahoe Sands Resort/Silver Sands at Tahoe the RCI Hospitality
Award. This award recognizes the excellent hospitality we have extended to RCI members ex-
changing into our resort. The Hospitality Award is granted annually to resorts which consis-
tently receive outstanding comments from RCI members.

Please remember that before you can spacebank your week with RCI that you MUST get a specific
week assignment from the Tahoe Sands Resort, before you may deposit your vacation time in the
RCI SPACEBANK pool. To receive your assignment all you need to do is send in your completed
Reservation Form. A written confirmation of your dates, unit type, unit number, interval num-
ber and season will be forwarded to you to send in to RCI with your spacebank card.
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RESERVING YOUR WEEK

As stated in the Rules and Regulations of the Tahoe Sands Resort any member can reserve their
week ONE YEAR in advance. Of course, many of us cannot make plans that far in advance, But,
if you plan to spacebank your week with RCI and do not intend to return to your "home" re-

sort for the next year, there is no reason why you should not spacebank your week one year in
advance. You do not have to make a request until later. By spacebanking in advance it will
give RCI an opportunity to utilize your week and give your request a higher priority. It is
also important to note that several weeks are reserved in advance and by waiting you may not be
able to use a specific week. High priority and demand weeks at the resort are President's
Birthday, Easter, last 2 weeks in Spring, July and August, first 2 weeks in Fall, Thanksgiving,
and of course Christmas and New Year's. As of this time all 35 units are completely sold out
for the winter and spring seasons, fall is 3/4 sold and summer about 2/3. Therefore all mem-
bers are urged to send in their reservation forms as early as possible. REMEMBER, if you do
not send in a reservation form requesting a week you have NOT reserved any time. If you have
not reserved any time you CANNOT spacebank a week with RCI. If you have not spacebanked a week
with RCI you CANNOT travel to other resorts in Hawaii, Mexico, etc.

_ Q. WHEN CAN T RESERVE MY TIME SHARE WEEK? —r

A. We will accept a completed reservatigm form | year in advance, up until 60
days prior to arrival date.

Qs DO I PAY MY MAINTENANCE FEE AT THE TIME I RESERVE MY WEEK, 1 PLAN TO RE-
SERVE 1 YEAR IN ADVANCE?

A. It is important to wait until you are billed, in January, from the Bank of
California. The bank cannot distinguish a 1985 fee paid in 1984.

Q. WHAT HAPPENS IF I FORGET TO BOOK MY WEEK IN 1984; CAN I USE 2 WEEKS IN 1985?

A. No, the only way you can accrue one week to the following year is to go
through RCI. In order for it to be accrued RCI must give your week to one
of their members.

Q. I OWN A PRIME SEASON RED WINTER ONE BEDROOM TIME SHARE; CAN I RESERVE MY WEEK
DURING SUMMER SINCE IT IS ALSO CONSIDERED PRIME RED?

A. The only way you can reserve a week outside the season you purchased is by
making an internal exchange through RCI or by trading your season and week
with another Tahoe Sands member.

Q. 1 SPACEBANKED MY WEEK EARLIER THIS YEAR; CAN I NOW REQUEST A SPLIT WEEK EX-

CHANGE?
A. A split week exchange can only be requested when you send in a split week
spacebank. You must use the green spacebank card and your week must start

and end on Friday.
Qv DO I HAVE TO RESERVE MY WEEK IN WRITING? WHY CAN'T I RESERVE IT BY PHONE?
A. In order for us to reserve a week for you we must have your request in writ-
ing. In the past we would hold weeks for owners by phone, the owner would
not show and the unit would be empty for the entire week. The owners would
then call at a later date to reserve another week which would also end up
being unused.

Q. IF I HAVE TO CANCEL MY WEEK AT THE LAST MINUTE CAN I REBOOK FOR A LATER DATE?

A. The Rules and Regulations state 14 days notice in order to rebook, however
upon availability we will let you select another week.

Q. WHO SHOULD I CALL IF I HAVE ANY QUESTIONS REGARDING MY TIME SHARE?

A. Questions regarding the Bank of California, Maintenance Fees, or any other

accounting question should be directed to Craig Rothen, Craig works Monday
thru Friday, 8:30am to 5:00pm.

Save by submitting
your 1985 vacation exchange now during 1984! If you request your exchange for 1985 before Janu-
ary 1, 1985, you'll pay the 1984 exchange fee of $52 ($12 for an internal exchange). The 1985
subscription fee will be $49.00. To renew your subscription, simply call the toll-free Instant Re-
newal number (800) 358-3333.

Remember that when spacebanking your week with RCI that it is absolutely necessary to obtain writ-
ten confirmation from Ta-oe Sands to send in with your spacebank card. If you do not do so they
will not accept your spacebanking! The Tahoe Sands is considered floating time. It is to both
your and RCI's benefit to spacebank a year in advance. That way RCI can offer your week to one of
their members which will in turn give your request a much higher priority. You do not have to make
your request a year in advance, however, if you are requesting an international exchange, Hawaii,
Mexico, the Caribbean or other high demand areas, it is definatley a good idea!
