In 1909, the Flick brothers sold their lakefront property to allow for the development of
Carnelian Bay as a summer residence resort. The homes in the Carnelian Bay subdivision
boasted piped in water from a mountain spring in the hills above.

Marketed as the Tahoe Country Club, thea8ie Carnelian Bay resort included small and
inexpensive lots that were sold to the average, middle class buyer. One needed only to promise
[and]they would promptly build a house, cottage or bungalow on the lot. The prices ranged from
$125 for dake viewlot, to $400 for a lakefront property.

75 lots sold quickly and by 1914, the Carnelian Bay neighborhood had more than 45 homes.
Homes boasted easy lake access, surrounded by wetlands. The developers had planned to dig an
inland harbor and build a hotel and subsequently, landfill was added. While the Country Club
concept never gained traction, folks continued to build cabins and cottages that became the
neighborhood of Carnelian Bay.
